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Baroque period

The Baroque Period covers the years 1600-1750. In this period, our spiritual emphasis comes in “adding line upon line
and precept upon precept” in order to build on the truths that the students have learned in the previous two years.

The arts of this period are distinguished by their embellishments and excessive emotionalism, as is much of the culture
found in the courts of Europe. In sharp contrast is the exploration and early colonization of America by the Pilgrims,
puritans and others seeking religious freedom and a simple way of life.
